· Huston-Tillotson. The Central East Austin VMU Overlay application submitted by OCEAN did not address whether to include or exclude Huston-Tillotson and the property at 1617 I-35. NPZD is waiting for OCEAN’s recommendation so that they can send out legal notices for PC and CC dates. Swede Hill has voted to opt in the property at 1617 I-35. 
The OCEAN Board will discuss opinions from Blackshear/Prospect Hill, 7th Street and Huston-Tillotson. If no formal recommendation from the affected neighborhood and business corridor is available, the vote to opt-in/out the entire Huston-Tillotson campus will be put to the members of the Board whose constituencies have voted on this matter. The by-laws do not allow any representative whose constituency has not voted on a land-use item to cast a vote on it at OCEAN. Please send your representatives prepared to vote in the event that the OCEAN Board receives no formal direction from Blackshear/Prospect Hill Neighborhood and 7th Street. 
Please Note: If the recommendation is to include Huston-Tillotson in the VMU Overlay, then NPZD also requests that OCEAN indicate whether we want bonus incentives to apply to this property. Please see the attached overlay map and handout for an explanation of the bonus incentives.
· Discuss and refine policy for evaluating requests for letters of support from profit and non-profit groups seeking public funds for affordable housing development. Discuss how/whether to broaden these guidelines to apply to any request for OCEAN’s support—zoning changes, plan amendments, variances, etc. 

· Discuss 12th Street Improvements resolution and approve a text to be delivered to the Planning Commission's CIP sub-committee, which will meet June 1 to receive updates on utility projects. CIP will then vote later in the month on recommendations for the 5-year plan. Neighborhood and business groups are encouraged to send their representatives to OCEAN with their recommendations for content of OCEAN's letter to CIP. (See attached draft.)
