Old Business/Potential Action
· Policy for responding to Outdoor Music Permit requests 

Discuss, revise and approve language presented on November 10. Policy is meant to serve only as a “fallback” measure when requests for new outdoor music permits present and will be processed by City staff w/o time for OCEAN to meet and formulate a position. The intent is to register preliminary opposition in order to delay processing and allow time for the OCEAN to meet with the applicant, in hopes of achieving a compromise that minimizes negative effects on adjacent residential areas. New Business/Discussion

· Urban Renewal Plan (URP)
At the November meeting of the Urban Renewal Board (URB), commissioners announced their intention to host a joint community meeting with the Austin Revitalization Authority (ARA) in order to gather stakeholder comments about a potential revision of the URP. Since its passage in 1999, the URP has undergone five modifications. The original document describes the process for amendment, as well the overall vision for revitalizing the area covered by the plan. OCEAN will discuss formulating a position statement to be shared at this meeting and sent to URB, ARA and City Council. (25 minutes)

· Surveillance cameras at E. 12th Street and Chicon
APD Commander Troy Gay and other guests will attend OCEAN to describe/discuss a proposed surveillance program for E. 12th Street & Chicon. Commander Gay will share feedback from Central East Austin stakeholders in attendance with Council Member Sheryl Cole, and OCEAN will vote to take a formal position on this matter at its January meeting. Among the details to be discussed: the number, placement and capability of the cameras; cost/funding; vendor; who will monitor the cameras; what regulations are in place for scope of use; penalties for misuse; to whom the footage will be available; whether it will be a part of the public record; mode and duration of storage; expected outcomes; & privacy issues. (30 minutes)

· APD Use of Force in East Austin
Rudy Williams and Reverend Dr. Sterling Lands will attend to discuss a request that OCEAN take a formal position regarding APD use of force in East Austin. The following working statement was offered by Rudy Williams as a point of departure for OCEAN’s discussion:
“I would like OCEAN to express its concern about the continuous and unrestricted use of force by police in East Austin--primarily against young Black and Hispanic residents, but against mentally ill residents, as well—and to urge the police department and City leaders to review this longstanding grievance with the East Austin community and work with us to devise solutions to avoid further incident.”
